Diploma Types 
**Effects senior class ranking, as highest honors students are ranked first
Regular – Will be awarded to students who earn the specified 22 units of credit and have satisfactory records of attendance and conduct.

Honors* - All requirements for a Regular Diploma must be fulfilled plus an 85% cumulative average with no semester grade lower than a 75 and score at or above all of the subject area readiness benchmarks on the ACT (see below) or equivalent score on the SAT. 

Highest Honors* – All requirements for an Honors Diploma must be fulfilled plus a 90% cumulative average and the following coursework:
· 2 Advanced Placement classes (one must be from core - English, math, science, social studies).  A technical licensing course that meets honors criteria may substitute for a non-core AP course. 

· 4 math - Algebra I, Algebra II, Geometry, and one more higher level math 

· 3 high school science courses to include Biology I and two of the following:  Chemistry, Physics, Anatomy Physiology, AP Biology, AP Chemistry, and AP Physics

· 2 years of the same foreign language 
· 4 English to include honors levels in 10th, 11th, and 12th
Graduating with Distinction

*Students will be recognized on the graduation program as graduating with distinction by attaining an 85% cumulative average and completing at least one of the following:

· Earn a nationally recognized industry certification

· Participate in at least one of the Governor’s Schools

· Participate in one of the state’s All State musical organizations

· Be selected as a National Merit Finalist or Semi-Finalist

· Attain a score of 31 or higher composite score on the ACT

· Attain a score of 3 or higher on at least two Advanced Placement exams

· Successfully complete the International Baccalaureate Diploma Programme

· Earn 12 or more semester hours of transcripted postsecondary credit.
