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Important Notes:
· It is the student’s responsibility to go through the Clearinghouse Process.

· If you have attended more than one high school, you will have to request that each school send an official copy of your transcript to the NCAA. 

· Not all courses offered at KHS are approved courses with the NCAA. 

· Credits earned during the 8th grade do not count toward the required core courses a student must earn to be eligible for DI/DII sports. 

· Students must have ACT scores sent directly to The Clearinghouse from ACT. The code is “9999.”

The Process:

1. Take 16 NCAA Approved Core Courses in high school. Ten of these MUST be completed by Christmas of your senior year. Keep your grades up!!
16 Core Courses:

4 English 

4 Math (If you are taking Bridge Math you must take an extra “Additional” whole credit from the list

                below)
3 Science 

3 Social Studies (If you are using JROTC as Government you need to take another “Additional” half

                                Studies or Additional Course with the NCAA)

2 Additional: Foreign Language, Science, World History, World Geography, Speech (0.5), Creative

                         Writing (0.5), Psychology (0.5), Sociology (0.5), or Contemporary Issues (0.5)
2. Register with the NCAA Clearinghouse at the end of junior year or beginning senior year.
